The anti-wear additive
system used in Paragon™ Gold stops scuffing by forming a
protective chemical layer in the area of contact. The surfaces
continue to experience high load, but rather than micro welding,
they are made smoother by the pressure.

The eutectic smoothing effect of Paragon™ Gold will also partially
flatten pre-existing wear damage, usually within a few hundred
hours of operation. Condemned equipment can stay in service
indefinitely, or until a scheduled shutdown.

Pitting is also stopped by the use of Paragon™ Gold. Pitting is
caused by metal fatigue and metal fatigue is minimized when the
load is carried by a smoother surface. Some “initial pitting” may
still occur when Paragon™ Gold is used, especially where there is
misalignment.

All viscosity grades of Paragon™ Gold meet the requirements of
